Klemme will also look into hiring an experienced consultant to help, and will put the 
topic on the September agenda. He also provided updates regarding mosquito breeding;

Manager Klemme informed the Board that out of 
the three seasonal technicians, one was hired full time.  He was pleased to say that it 
worked out really well and will do it again next season, which may begin in October.
